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Syracuse Hancock International Airport to Begin Construction on Cell Phone Parking Lot for Completion This Fall

The observation area will close for construction beginning November 3, 2014 and is scheduled to be completed by Thanksgiving. Construction of the lot will result in 40 total parking spaces.  

The purpose of the lot is to give drivers picking up passengers a place to wait without blocking the curb in front of the main terminal. Drivers are required to stay with their vehicles at all times while using the lot.
